'Entrenched beliefs are never altered by facts." The entrenched theology of the late Persian period
onward in ancient Israel is deuteronomic theology and the book of Proverbs, which stems from the
same period as Ecclesiastes, illustrates the entrenched beliefs. Yet other theologies, like Greek
philosophy, try to lift up the 'facts' of human existence. The book of Ecclesiastes, a later version of
Genesis theology, demonstrates this, while questioning the entrenched beliefs of deuteronomic
theology.
